to this global threat.On it is supported by a network of national platforms. The so called Group of
Copenhagen, which lays the foundations for progress in individual countries.But we have a
problem.Only seven countries have ratified it.| hear | want to thank Italy for being one of those
seven countries. That is leadership.But although there my Pauline Convention is in force and
another 32 states out sign it, we need more ratifications in order to maximize its effect.And | hope,

I'm also witnessed that over the past ten years,
integrity issues in sport had taken a great leap forward. Governments have adopted
recommendations at conventions and the sports movement has taken its own initiatives. Together
we have worked to promote anti doping, good governance and anticorruption measures for the
gas money.

The first task that | see in front of me and which | already
allowed berated a little bit is to look into different risk assessment tools and experiences and
practices and how to adjust them to the reality of sport. Are there specific cities? Are there issues
that we should consider a little bit?Differently from the usual project management approach to.A
risk assessment. The second one is more collection and review of typical risks occurring in the five
policy fields. In this one is helping to me because | was working before with the Council of Europe
Sport Department in different projects, partnership projects with.Council of Europe and the
European Commission Commission, including women in sport children, protection in sport and
safety of athletes in sport and other projects. I'm reviewing the data that we have regarding the
typical risks and the typical, let's say mistakes that are or the lacking.Elements of policy in these
five policy fields, then the Third Point that I'm going to do is identifying the most optimal
classification of these risks because we see some typical or tendencies in this life policy fields



which most of the national.Governments or sport organisations are actually repeating. So which
comes either from sociocultural aspect or it comes from the culture of the organization or from the
ministry or from different or political agendas. We don't know exactly where they come from, but
we see these tendencies.Of risks that occur because of lack of certain things in policy, lack of
certain things in managing activities, sport events or sport organisations. The first thing that I'm
going to work with is develop a risk assessment tool for policymakers and four.Organisations.What
is here the the big let's say the challenge and of course | will be able to give answers a little bit
later is that it has to be specific for the five priority fields, so not all the same questions will have to
be asked regarding the five policy fields.lts complexity can be seen already from the fact that if you
count, for example the re Ferd.Uh, uh, stakeholders in the integrity guidelines it's about 40.

Which means if you consider a cross sectorial approach, if you consider the different stakeholders
that have something to do in sport, it's immense. It's a great number of potential partners in national
contexts. Also in organizational context.We have to also be user friendly, so if if the risk
assessment tool will not be used by anyone, there is no point in doing anything so it has to be user
friendly. Seems simple enough and easy to use and also as an educator because I'm a I'm a trainer
and educator. It is also a mission for me to make it.Other logic.To make it something that can be
used for training.Well Laszlo.What's in your case? We are taking note of all which is or which has
been said and for sure risk assessment is really crucial for prevention, and it also becomes
somehow a cultural change change challenge.Somehow to introduce new mindsets in this
universe which is facing somehow a new century after century, which has been very, very different
from the one we are living now now. Also for you a second, let's say request just to take profit from
your presence here.Even if you want some which impressions impressions you have about the
possibility of having this integrated approach is working on risk assessment.

Thank you very much. Good to see you again and thank you very much for having me in all the
way from Australia.Uh, my background will focus on how the new agency was established and that
comes from a decision of the government in 2017 to examine all of the sport integrity capability in
Australia and make recommendations on where to go next.The review identified a few key themes
of what needed improvement, sports integrity, threats cannot be effectively addressed without a
formal national capability dedicated to coordinating the collection, analysis and dissemination of
information.From law enforcement agencies, sporting organisations and the bedding industry.Uhm
secondly, now single it existing entity holds all of that intelligence and resources already.Thirdly,
the monitoring regulation enforcement activities were fragmented and siloed mainly due to
Australia's Federated system where we have eight states or territories.Multiple bodies such as
bearing capabilities for sports and their state and territory bodies.Ah.My old be involved in some
way in an investigation, but there is no consistency across those investigations to come up with
the best outcome.And so Australia needed an independent central national body with the expertise
and reach to monitor issues across the sports integrity continuum.These tasks include the
monitoring and developing responses to new and emerging issues, supply new superformance
image, enhancing drugs, gender issues, and support.Wagering on emerging sports without a
controlling body.Such as E sports.And child protection and welfare.Of prior issues.So Sport
Integrity Australia is performing that role and drawing together all of those existing capabilities and
knowledge and expertise. So hopefully I'll just give you a short overview of some of the key.Areas
of work that, after the establishment of the agency, we have been thrust into.With the formation of
a new body, there's been intense interest and an incredibly large amount of public.Outpouring of
complaints for someone to deal with who they have felt. No one who's dealt with effectively in the
past. We may not be able to deal with them, of course, but there is an enormous amount of
confidence from the public that we can provide some service.So one of the key things
which.Claudio might touch on shortly, is the Criminal intelligence integration within our agency, so
there's a joint initiative between the Australian Criminal Intelligence Commission, which is our
national Criminal Intelligence Agency with sports Betting integrity unit embedded in.To our agency.
So we have a focus on they have a focus on domestic and criminal links and
international.Wow.Links to organized crime and unregulated wagering platforms and criminal
infiltration of sports and racing markets within Australia. They have a focus on sport and they
provide direct intelligence. Sport 2.Spawning organizations and law enforcement agencies through
a range of. Ah.Memorandum of understanding.So with the new agencies development, we intend
to expand that role from their fundamental national platform. Roll into.A broader.Intelligent sharing
across alabay. The broad issues that we're dealing with.Crucial to that in our establishment
legislation was the designation as a law enforcement agency. Even though we will not be enforcing
any of the laws that will go to the police. But the handling of personal information is very well.A
defined in our legislation, similar to | think the GDPR across Europe.And that gives some
confidence to our partners that we deal with regularly that we will handle information in a law
enforcement compliant way. So we don't.Uhm?A foul law enforcement agency investigation.One
of the key areas that | personally am working on is the Australian sports wagering scheme. And to



put that in context, the wagering in Australia.Since our Constitution 110 years ago has been
handled by our state governments and this.Uhm?Who is fit for purpose but is being increasingly
challenged by the new types of crimes and methods of organized crime, infiltration and
the.Ah.She's self.In terms of our team and being able to process activity.

So the approach that we can somehow.Looks so good.Most likely.This is listed twice to give them
the benefit of national intelligence around criminal infiltration and any of the criminal influences on
their sport.Sorry, sorry to interrupt you.

Thank you Paolo for ringing me up. | appreciate that,there are absolutely many challenges which
we are finding out daily. There is no shortage of people coming forward with complaints that we
had not envisaged and we're not prepared for.But we are adapting very quickly. We have
significant support from the government and the benefits are there in the numbers of people who
entrust us with their issues. So we have over 600 integrity matters referred to us already in the first
year of operation across 61 sports.And this tells us that the issues.Uh, still out there. They were
either not being dealt with effectively or people were not confident to bring them forward. So there
are certainly issues that we are being challenged with daily, but we have some confidence that the
sporting community wants someone to do it, and the government is supporting us in that effort.Just
thanks for saying carbon for somebody who is working on writing this direction and has some
ground on that. And this said before concluding with you a few words on the Convention.Magaling
in McAllen Convention on the manipulation of sport competitions. We know that Australia is just on
the way and to ratify it. Just a couple of considerations about this topic and the floor is yours again
Jason.Taking power, yes, we are committed to working towards ratification of the McAllen
Convention. Again, that's complicated by our gambling regulation system in Australia, which
requires.An assessment of a eight different approaches to gambling regulation and to make sure
that we can ratify and build from this point forward some solid.Uhm?Progress.Currently in Australia
there's a lot of focus on gambling because there's royal commissions or commissions of inquiry
into our casino industry. We have casinos and slot machines in every state of Australia and that
has prompted some re formation of the gambling environment which provides further challenges
for us.But also opportunities in the fact that the Commonwealth can offer a value add to those
jurisdictions and to improve our overall approach to sport. There is certainly a opportunities in that
as well and we are well placed with the expertise in our agency.To assist the States and our
international partners, | must say.

That means that together with the sports fraud team of the federal police, we give direction to
singles of fraud and match fixing that are picked up.

But to do so, | have to tell you more about what happened during
the first season of work of the Group of Copenhagen because the work that has been carried out
since.2016 is very important.This international network was established in July in 2016 in the
Danish capital based on Article 13 of the McAllen Convention, which provides that all states that
are parties to the Convention should establish a national platform and these.National platforms
should collaborate together. It doesn't mean that every platform has to be the same in each country.
Each country has its own.A difference is its own ways of.Organizing.Ah, these platforms and
different organizations.But offensive France we decided to.Ah, please stay.Just platform under the
aegis of the Sports Ministry and we have.1/2 different approaches, one on prevention and the other
one on surveillance, and this was entrusted to the ANG, the National Association.Haha sports and
games which I'm representing here today.

This just
some examples and then collaborating is processing and distribution.All with the aim of ensuring
that the football matches fair in its outcome. Honest now there's no question these activities would
involve personal data processing, which is regulated by data protection statutes. These are
comprehensive, often principle based laws that can impose significant penalties in the event of
non compliance. So you can understand that concern.From the perspective of those hoping to



tackle sports manipulations as data protection if not handled properly, could derail the
mission.Now, so that wasn't the issue. What can be done about it? This is the point in the story
where the prognosis starts become more positive under the auspices of the Council of Europe, the
Group of Copenhagen have been busy formulating a data protection standard to establish a
foundation or baseline for national platforms to align their activities.With data protection laws and
I'm happy to say it was endorsed by the Council of Europe's Convention. When Awake Committee,
there's just a few weeks ago now, to be clear, the standard is not a complete answer, but | think it
does provide a very helpful road map for national platforms to follow. There's not enough time to
go into the details of the standard and.Many of you may not be that interested in all the details, but
| did want to provide at least a very high level snapshot picture of what it would include.

platforms have to adhere to to be too heavy handed or else they will not be able to do the work
they need to do. On the other hand, you don't want it to be too liberal because that could result in

What matters is
that you have the first stage in place so that you can begin to launch a case.And what is important
in the new law is that we have professional secrecy which.Law applies to all of the members of the
platform. If information gets out into the media, it's a it's a catastrophe. We can't work anymore on
it. Therefore, it is very important that all national platforms work on this secrecy within the platform,
and then all members of the national platforms but cannot bet. There's a total prohibition on betting
because when people bet on the basis of information that they have, they can easily fall over into
the dark side.

Simply we all the time have to remember that even if for the name and surname
is deleted off the anonymous witnesses that has country of origin, he or she still has to be cross
examined and the.Defendant has to be granted the right to to give questions to this anonymous
witness. So with the help of some juridical technique, | think we are able to overcome this challenge
simply following the established practice.Of course, and the European Court of Human Rights.
